-Allied Member- John/Jane Doe, Allied Member ASID  
-Student Member- John/Jane Doe, Student Member ASID  
-Industry Partner Member (Company)-ABC Company, Industry Partner of ASID  
-Industry Partner Representative (Individual)-John/Jane Doe, Industry Partner Representative for ABC Company. 

In addition, members may not use the official ASID logo in any manner. Professional members in good standing may use 
the ASID Professional Member logo.
